KUALA LUMPUR: The authorities have
been urged to take strict action against
traders who sell vape or electronic ciga-
rettes in the form of stationery.

Malaysian Crime Prevention Founda-
tion (MCPF) senior vice-chairman Datuk
Seri Ayub Yaakob said the tactic used by
smoking device dealers targeting school
students not only attracted teenagers and
children but also confused several parties
including teachers, parents and guardians.

“MCPF sees the tactics of selling vapes
and electronic cigarettes in stationery

form can influence students to bring them
to school, which indirectly increases
unhealthy and harmful habits among
teenagers and children.

“Selling these devices openly online
and in gadget stores makes it easier for
students to buy them, thus making moni-
toring by the authorities difficult,” he said
in a statement Monday.

He said the action by the traders con-
cerned violated several laws such as the
Copyright Act 1987, the Patents (Amend-
ment) Act 2022 and the Guidelines to Pre-

vent False or Misleading Advertisements,
as well as hampered the government’s
efforts to reduce the dependence of
teenagers or students on smoking prod-
ucts including vaping.

This, he said, was despite the Control of
Smoking Products for Public Health Act
2024 being enforced last Oct 1.

Banyak PKS tidak faham kepentmgan harta mtelek

KOTA KINABALU: Masih banyak perusa-
haan kecil dan sederhana (PKS), khususnya
dalam sektor makanan dan minuman
(F&B) serta perhotelan belum memahami
kepentingan harta intelek (IP) sebagai sum-
ber untuk pertumbuhan perniagaan.

Ketua Setiausaha Kementerian Perda-
gangan Dalam Negeri dan Kos Sara Hidup
(KPDN), Datuk Seri Mohd Sayuthi Bakar,
berkata situasi itu menyebabkan PKS dalam
sektor berkenaan terdedah kepada risiko
kerugian.

Beliau berkata, dengan mengambil kira
statistik Jabatan Perangkaan (DOSM) yang
menunjukkan PKS mewakili 6.9 peratus
daripada keseluruhan perniagaan berdaf-
tar di negara ini pada tahun lalu, menun-
jukkan sumbangan besarnya kepada
ekonomi.

“Namun begitu, masih banyak PKS yang
belum memahami kepentingan harta
intelek sebagai sumber untuk pertum-
buhan perniagaan. Ini lebih ketara dalam
sektor F&B dan perhotelan, yang mana ino-
vasi, kreativiti dan keunikan adalah penting
bagi kejayaan perusahaan mereka.

“Pengabaian aspek harta intelek boleh
membawa kesan yang besar, walaupun bagi
syarikat yang sudah kukuh,” katanya ketika
merasmikan Klinik Pengurusan Harta
Intelek Pertubuhan Harta Intelek Dunia
(WIPO) (IPMC) untuk usahawan Sabah
dalam industri F&B, di sini.

Program yang dianjurkan Perbadanan
Harta Intelek Malaysia (MylPO) dan WIPO
itu disertai 15 syarikat dalam industri F&B di
negeri ini bagi membantu mereka melin-

dungi dan mengoptimumkan aset harta
intelek. Mohd Sayuthi berkata, kegagalan
syarikat mempatenkan cap dagang, inovasi
atau teknologi yang dihasilkan boleh
menyebabkan pesaing meniru produk yang
dihasilkan dan mendapat untung yang
besar.

Beliau memberi contoh, sebuah pen-
geluar produk elektronik terkemuka per-
nah menjadi peneraju dalam peralatan
audio dan video, sekali gus menjadi perintis
dalam bidang itu, tapi gagal mendapat
paten untuk beberapa teknologi yang
dicipta.

“Akibatnya, pesaing dapat meniru ino-
vasi mereka tanpa sebarang halangan
undang-undang dan akhirnya pesaing ber-
jaya mendahului mereka dalam pasaran.

“Kesilapan ini menyebabkan mereka
kehilangan peluang pendapatan daripada
pelesenan dan terpaksa bersaing apabila
syarikat lain boleh meniru inovasi mereka
dengan kos yang lebih rendah,” katanya.

Beliau juga memberi contoh kejayaan
program IPMC yang menyaksikan seorang
usahawan minuman herba tradisional atau
jamu di Indonesia berjaya mengukuhkan
perniagaannya bukan saja di negara itu,
malah ke pasaran antarabangsa.

Katanya, beliau yakin kejayaan sama
boleh dilakar PKS dalam industri F&B di
negara ini, termasuk dari Sabah menerusi
bimbingan program IPMC yang sebelum ini
turut diadakan di Brunei dan Laos.

IPMC yang diperkenalkan pada 2021
dilaksanakan menerusi kerjasama Majlis
Penasihat Perniagaan Asean, Sekretariat
Asean dan Pejabat Paten Jepun (JPO).

Sementara itu, statistik MyI[PO menun-
jukkan 469,688 permohonan cap dagang,
termasuk 134,315 dalam sektor F&B direkod-
kan sejak Januari 2012 hingga September
2024. Dalam tempoh yang sama, MyIPO
turut menerima 23,331 permohonan reka
bentuk perindustrian, dengan 138 dari-
padanya dalam sektor F&B.
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Bagi penyasaran
subsidi petrol RON95
dan mengurangkan
