BENIGN INFLATION ENVIRONMENT

PRICES EXPECTED TO ST TAY STEADY

Analysts say firmer
ringgit, cheaper
petrol under
Budi95 and stable
commodity prices
helping to preserve
purchasing power

ALAYSIANS are unlike-

ly to face sharp price

increases for the rest of

this year, with inflation
expected to hover near 1.5 per cent,
said economists.

Theysaid afirmer ringgit, cheaper
petrol under the Budi MadaniRON95
(Budi95) programme and stable glob-
al commodity prices are helping to
steady consumer costs and preserve
purchasing power.

Economists from five research
housesunanimously agreed thatthe
country’s price environmentremains
benign, cushioning households from
the effects of subsidy rationalisation
and modest tariff adjustments.

MILD INFLATION PICK-UP
Headline inflation edged up 1.5 per
cent year-on-year in September from
1.3 per cent in August, the highest
reading since February. Core infla-
tion, which excludes volatile food and
energy components, alsoroseslightly
to 2.1 per cent from 2.0 per cent.

Despite this, Hong Leong Invest-
ment Bank Bhd (HLIB Research)
economist Felicia Lingsaid upstream
cost pressures remained subdued,
with the Producer Price Index con-
tracting 2.8 per cent year-on-year in
August.

This means that while consumer
prices rose slightly, producer costs
continued to decline, suggesting
overall inflation remained under
control.

“Ontheexternal front,global com-

uptick was largely driven by price
increases in certain categories.

Theseincluded personal care and
miscellaneous goods, which rose 4.8
per cent year-on-year, food and bev-
erage (up 2.1 per cent) and transport
(up 0.7 per cent).

‘The mild increase followed aseries
of policy changes, such as the mini-
mum wage hike, the expanded Sales
and Service Tax (SST) and Tenaga
Nasional Bhd’s tariff review in July.

“Inflation remained muted despite
these structural adjustments. The

modity prices have istable,
with Brent crude below US$65 per
barrel since Oct 10,” Ling said in a
note.

“The appreciation of the ringgit
and lower retail petrol prices under
the Budi95 initiative further con-
tributed to a benign inflation envi-
ronment.”

HLIB Research has maintained
its 2025 Consumer Price Index (CPI)
growth forecast at 1.5 per cent.

PRICE PRESSURES CONTAINED

Maybank Investment Bank Bhd
(Maybank IB) economists Azril Rosli
and Suhaimi Ilias said September’s

ubsequent exemptions and higher
SST registration thresholds helped
contain price pressures,” they said.
Maybank IB projects inflation to
average 1.5 per cent this year and
2.0 per cent in 2026, with modest
risks from pending reviews of fuel,
water tariffs, labour costs and excise
duties.

WHAT LIES AHEAD
Taking a more conservative view,
Public Investment Bank Bhd econo-
mist Sabrina Edora said mild cost
pressures inthe fourth quarter could
nudge inflation higher.

Even so, she said policy buffers
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such as the automatic fuel adjust- .
ment mechanism and Budi9S would  «
keep price hikes in check.

“Given the wide coverage of the
subsidy and the resulting drop in
effective pump prices, we antici-
pate limited pass-through to overall
inflation, barringany significantcost |
spillovers in the logistics sector,” she |
said.

Edoraexpectsinflationin2026to |
remainwithinthe Finance Ministry’s
projected 1.3 to 2.0 per cent, leaning
towards the upper end. |

SPILLOVERS
CGS International economists Mas |

Aida Che Mansor and Nazmi Idrus
2xpect water supply inflation to
remain elevated over the next 11
months.

Price pressures could also arise
from personal items such as jewel-
lery, reflecting higher precious metal
prices that may be captured in Octo-
ber’s inflation data.

“While we believe the RON9S fuel
price adjustment at end-September
willexert minimal price pressure, we
remain cautiousof potential spillover
effects on other CPI components in
October,” they said.

With the base effect in play and
gold prices trending higher, CGS

Internationalexpects the CPIto peak
inJanuary 2026.

The firm maintained its CPI fore-
casts of 1.6 per cent for 2025 and 2.0
per cent for 2026.

STABLE OUTLOOK

Overall, CIMB Securities Sdn Bhd
research head Michelle Chiaand sen-
ior economist Azri Azhar said price
pressures remain contained on the
supply and demand side.

Theysaid stable price movements
following subsidy rationalisation
indicate limited inflationary pres-
sure, while labour market tightness
points to mild but manageable cost
growth.

The research house expects head-
lineinflation toaverage L.5per centin
2025 and 2.0 per cent in 2026, with
the Overnight Policy Rate likely to
stay at 2.75 per cent by year end.

“With inflation risks remaining
subdued, monetary policy retains
room for manoeuvre going into
2026. This will allow potential eas-
ing should non-electrical and elec-
tronics exports continue to weaken
and external demand deteriorate
further,” it said.
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Lorry driver fined RM30,000 for possession of diesel without licence

BUTTERWORTH: A lorry driver
was fined RM30,000 after
pleading guilty in the Sessions
Court on Thursday to two
charges of possessing scheduled
controlled goods, namely 7,737
litres of diesel, without a valid
licence in 2023 and 2024.

Judge Roslan Hamid also
ordered Mohammad Syafiq
Jaily to be sentenced to 12
months in jail if he fails to pay
the fine.

According to the first charge,

the accused was charged with
possessing 2,230 litres of diesel
stored illegally in an additional
tank of a motor vehicle along
with equipment such as a pump,
hose pipe, and steel tank for
fuel transfer activities by the
roadside in the Bukit Mertajam
area on July 7, 2023.

In addition, the accused was
also charged with possessing
5,507 litres of diesel using the
same lorry and equipment such
as a pump and hose pipe at a

petrol station in Bukit Mertajam
on April 25, 2024.

Penang Ministry of Domestic
Trade and Cost of Living (KPDN)
Prosecuting Officers, Mohd
Hilmi Abu Hassan and Zulaila
Zainuddin, presented both
charges under Section 21 of the
Control of Supplies Act 1961,
which provides for a penalty
of a fine up to RM1 million or
three years in jail, or both, upon
conviction.

In his plea, Mohammad Syafiq,

who was not represented by a
lawyer, requested a minimum
fine, citing the need to support
his unemployed wife, three
children, and elderly mother-in-
law.

The court also ordered that
the proceeds from the sale of
seized goods, payment of vehicle
guarantee bonds, and exhibits
that were confiscated be either
forfeited and made government
revenue or disposed of —

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Budigs: KPDN dismisses claims Bintulu petrol station dispensing lower quantities of RON95

BINTULU: The Ministry of
Domestic Trade and Cost of Living
(KPDN) Bintulu has dismissed
claims that a petrol station here
has been dispensing inaccurate
amounts of subsidised RONgs fuel
under the government’s Budigs

Programme.
KPDN  Bintulu chief Al
Redzamani Abdul Razak said

enforcement officers carried out
an inspection at the petrol station
on Wednesday after a complaint
went viral on social media.

“Tests conducted on the fuel
dispensers showed that they are
still within the validity period

of verification, as indicated by
the official sticker issued and
confirmed by the Metrology
Corporation Malaysia (MCM)
Bintulu branch’”™ he said in a
statement.

Al Redzamani explained
measurements using a testing
device revealed that the fuel
dispensed was within the legally
allowed margin of error.

“Checks also confirmed that
the seals connected to the fuel
dispensers had not been tampered
with and were in good condition,”
he said.

During the tests, 10 litres of

petrol were dispensed twice, once
without subsidy costing RM26 and
once with the subsidy for RM19.90.

He said the results showed that
both measurements were identical,
effectively dismissing allegations
that subsidised fuel was being
dispensed in lower quantities.

The inspection was jointly
conducted with licensed
verification agency MCM, which
is the authorised body responsible
for verifying, inspecting, and
testing measuring instruments,
including fuel dispensers at petrol
stations.

“No misconduct by the petrol

station operator was detected
and no offence was recorded.
Al Redzamani said, adding that

routine  inspections  would
continue to ensure consumer
rights are protected.

He warned that strict action
would be taken against any station
operators found intentionally
violating the Weights and
Measures Act 1972.

Members of the public with
information on deliberate offences
by petrol station operators in the
Bintulu area can lodge reports via
e-aduan.kpdn.gov.my or by calling
KPDN Bintulu on 086-332176.

The testing device revealed that
the fuel dispensed was within the
legally allowed margin of error.

KPDN found the seals connected
to the fuel dispensers had not
been tampered with.
