Kuala Lumpur: Pelaksanaan
subsidi bersasar menerusi prog-
ram BUDI MADANI RON95 (BU-
DI95) disifatkan langkah efektif
kerajaan dalam memastikan ra-
kyat terus dibantu, di samping
mengawal Ketirisan serta mem-
perkukuh kedudukan fiskal ne-
gara.

Menurut Abdul Rahman, an-
tara cabaran utama ialah risiko
penyalahgunaan MyKad oleh
warga asing bagi mendapatkan
subsidi petrol, selain aktiviti pe-
nyeludupan di kawasan sempa-
dan.

Katanya, isu ini perlu dita-
ngani segera dengan pendeka-

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Remand extended for cooking oil kingpin ‘Datuk John’

KOTA BARU: The Kota Baru mag-
istrate’s court yesterday extend-
ed the remand of an alleged cook-
ing oil smuggling syndicate lead-
er known as “Datuk John” for
another three days.

The extended remand until Oct
1 was granted by magistrate Rais
Imran Hamid to enable the Ke-
lantan Domestic Trade and Cost
of Living Ministry to carry out
investigations into a smuggling
case.

The 28-year-old man was ar-
rested on Thursday for allegedly
smuggling 11,050kg of subsidised
cooking oil. Detained with him
were eight others, including two
enforcement officers.

Ministry director Azman Ismail
said “Datuk John” had seven
records of similar offences along
the border.

He said the suspect, who had
been on the ministry’s wanted
list since 2023, was believed to be
the mastermind behind cooking
oil irregularities detected over
the past two years.

“He has been on our radar since
2023 for his involvement in
smuggling Malaysian subsidised
cooking oil to the neighbouring
country.

“Initial investigations showed
the syndicate’s modus operandi
involved transferring boxes of
cooking oil from lorries into a lux-
ury car before transporting them
to the border.

“Although we have arrested
him and eight members of his
syndicate, we believe there are
still others at large.”

Azman did not rule out the pos-
sibility that the syndicate had a

network in Thailand.

It is understood that the two
enforcement officers arrested
were from the Malaysian Quar-
antine and Inspection Services
and the Customs Department.

It was reported that two en-
forcement officers were among
eight people arrested on Saturday
for suspected involvement in a
syndicate embezzling 11,050kg of
subsidised cooking oil.

The syndicate was targeted in
an operation by the ministry in
collaboration with the Region
Three Marine Police Force.

The two civil servants, aged 27
and 41, from different depart-
ments in Rantau Panjang, were
believed to have facilitated the
movement of vehicles carrying
subsidised cooking oil across the
border.
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KPDN ready for SKPS rollout under Budios

KUALA LUMPUR: The Ministry
of Domestic Trade and Cost of
Living (KPDN) has completed
preparations and is ready to
implement the Subsidised Petrol
Contral System (SKPS) under
the Budi Madani RONgs5 (Budigs)
initiative starting tomorrow (Sept
30).

KPDN said in a statement
yesterday that all oil companies
haveconfirmed theirreadinessfor
the roll out, including upgrading
pump station machines and
payment systems at terminals
and counters nationwide.

“Between Sept 15 and 26,
SKPS registration recorded
a cumulative total of 5829
companies with 13,800 fleet cards
nationwide.

“KPDN is also providing
flexibility for companies to
determine quota distribution
based on fleet card allocations,” it

said.

Following an engagement
session between Finance Minister
II Datuk Seri Amir Hamzah
Azizan and MPs on Sept 25,
KPDN said it has been asked to
review additional needs under
the Budios programme, including
subsidies for non-and public
transport such as passenger
boats, motorised sampans,
and ferries used to transport
schoolchildren and villagers in
remote areas.

The ministry said it is confident
that retargeting petrol subsidies
under SKPS will curb leakages
and misuse at petrol stations,
thus helping to prevent excessive
increases in the prices of goods
and public transport fares.

“Any savings from reduced
leakages will also help the
government  strengthen its
fiscal position and channel

more subsidies toward national
development spending,” it added.

To facilitate implementation,
KPDN will open SKPS customer
service counters at all state and
branch offices starting yesterday
in states where Sunday is a
working day, and today in other
states. The counters will operate
for one week.

KPDN said it will also ensure
that state and branch officers
fully understand the differences
in mechanism and pricing
between BudiMadani Individugs
which uses MyKad (RMigg
per litre) and BudiMadani
MySubsidigs under SKPS which
uses fleet cards (RMz.05 per litre).

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Cooking oil smuggling syndicate:
‘Datuk’ remanded for three days

KOTA BHARU: A man with the
title ‘Datuk’ suspected of being
involved in a smuggling syndicate
which siphoned off 11,050kg of
subsidised cooking oil has been
remanded for three days.

The remand order was issued
by Magistrate Rais Imran
Hamid after allowing a police
application to allow further
investigation into the 28-year-old
suspect under Section 21 of the
Control of Supplies Act 1961.

He is being investigated for
illegal possession of controlled
goods, including subsidised
cooking oil.

The suspect, who was wearing
purple police lock-up attire,
arrived at the Kota Bharu
Magistrates’ Court at 9.32am.

Last Friday, Bernama reported
that two enforcement officers
were among eight individuals
arrested on suspicion of
organising ‘counter setting’
activities for a syndicate that
embezzled 11,050kg of subsidised
cooking oil in Pasir Mas.

The operation was carried
out by the Ministry of Domestic
Trade and Cost of Living in
collaboration with Marine Police
