“The response has been
encouraging, but many
companies have yet to reg-
ister. We urge them to do
so promptly to benefit from
this initiative,” he said after
officiating the SKPS RON95
Customer Engagement Day
for Sabah and Labuan here
yesterday.

Armizan said companies
that have not yet obtained
their fleet cards will still be
eligible to claim cash reim-
bursements once the pro-
gramme is fully rolled out
today.

To qualify, companies
must have registered with

SKPS and applied for a
fleet card by Oct 31. Reim-
bursement claims will cov-
er RON9S petrol purchases
made between Sept 30 and
Oct 31, or until the fleet
card is issued, whichever
comes first.

Claims must be submit-
ted via the SKPS platform,
along with proof of pur-
chase, such as uploaded
fuel receipts.

Armizan said SKPS and
the BUDI MADANI RON95
(BUDI95) initiative for indi-
viduals form part of the gov-
ernment’s broader strategy
to address long-standing
fuel subsidy leakages.

“These  efforts  align
with the ministry’s focus
on strengthening enforce-
ment and risk management
through digital integration,”

KPDN to monitor SKPS
and BUDIo5 transactions
to curb subsidy leakages

KOTA KINABALU: The Ministry
of Domestic Trade and Cost
of Living (KPDN) will closely
monitor suspicious transactions
under the Subsidized Petrol
Control System (SKPS) and
Budi Madani RONg5 (BUDIg5)
programme.

Minister Datuk Armizan
Mohd Ali said the initiatives not
only strengthen the delivery of
petrol subsidies but also serve
as an effective strategy to curb
long-standing  fuel subsidy
leakages.

He said the approach aligns
with the ministry's agenda to
boost enforcement agility and
manage leakage risks through
integrated digital monitoring.

“Through SKPS and BUDIgs, all
transactions from oil companies,
petrol stations, businesses and
individual consumers will be
digitally recorded. Purchases
using fleet cards (for companies)
and MyKad (for individuals) will
be logged to enable swift and
effective enforcement,” he said at
a press conference at the Sabah
International Convention Centre
here on Monday.

Armizan said the system
can detect irregularities
such as repeat purchases or
abnormal volumes, addressing
manipulation within the sales
chain that has often facilitated
smuggling and embezzlement.

The full implementation of
targeted RON95 subsidies on
September 30 will involve close
collaboration between KPDN
and the Ministry of Finance, the
system’s administrator, to flag
suspicious activity.

“All parties must be responsible
in using fleet cards, MyKad and
other approved methods. Strict
action will be taken against any
party involved in manipulation,
embezzlement or smuggling” he
warned.

Offences will be charged under
the Supply Control Act 1961 (Act
122) and related regulations.
Individuals face fines of up to
RM1 million or a maximum three-
year jail term, or both, while
companies risk penalties of up to
RM2 million.

Meanwhile, Armizan said
the government is considering
extending the subsidy targeting
mechanism to include public
water transport in Sabah,
Sarawak and the islands.

‘In Sabah and Sarawak,
passenger boats play an
important role in community
services, The Ministry of Finance
has agreed in principle, and
KPDN is now gathering complete
data on operators from state
agencies such as the Sabah Ports
and Wharfs Department and the
Sarawak Rivers Authority,” he
said.

On the pilot implementation
of BUDIgs on September 27-28,
Armizan said it went smoothly,
covering security personnel and
Sumbangan Tunai Rahmah (STR)
recipients.

“According to Ministry of
Finance records, by the second
day, 27,916 consumers in Sabah
had benefited, enjoying pump
prices as low as RM1.99 per litre,”
he said.

The nationwide rollout of
BUDI95 begins on September 30,
targeting 16 million Malaysians
aged 18 and above.

IPOH: A petrol station operator
was fined RM30,000 by the Ses-
sions Court here yesterday after
pleading guilty to repeatedly sell-
ing diesel in excess of the per-
mitted limit to a lorry fitted with
an additional tank, involving
more than 1,300 litres last year.

Judge Ainul Shahrin Mohamad
ordered Chew Jo Seng, 30, to
serve 12 months’ jail if he failed to
pay the fine.

The charge was read to him in
Mandarin by a court interpreter.

Chew, a director of Caltex Ayer
Tawar Service Station Sdn Bhd,
was found to have failed to com-
ply with the Controller’s directive
under the Prohibition and Con-
trol of the Sale of Petrol and
Diesel by Retail Licence Holders.

This directive stipulates that
diesel sales to vehicles registered
in Malaysia must not exceed 250
litres per transaction into the
original tank.

He was found to have sold
1,395.348 litres of diesel to M.

Vadivel, which was pumped into
the additional tank of a lorry.

The offence contravenes Reg-
ulation 12A of the Control of Sup-
plies Regulations 1974, punish-
able under Section 22(1) of the
Control of Supplies Act 1961.

The offence was committed ata
petrol station on Jalan Sitiawan,
Ayer Tawar, about 9am on Feb 1,
2024.

Upon conviction, the offence
carries a fine of up to RM1 mil-
lion, a jail term not exceeding
three years, or both.

The prosecution was conduct-
ed by deputy public prosecutor
Mohamad Nazreen Zabarudin
and Perak Domestic Trade and
Cost of Living Ministry enforce-
ment officer Muhamad Hanif
Abd Azis, while the accused was
unrepresented.

According to the facts of the
case, the lorry driven by Vadivel

had made five diesel refills at the
station, totalling RM3,000 and
amounting to 1,395.348 litres.

The accused was one of four
directors of the company oper-
ating the petrol station and bore
full responsibility for the offence
committed on the day of the in-
cident.

Chew appealed for a lighter
fine, citing that it was his first
offence, he had to care for his
elderly parents, and he had hous-
ingloan repayments to bear.

Hanif urged the court to im-
pose a deterrent sentence, stress-
ing that offences involving the
misuse of subsidised diesel must
not be taken lightly, and pro-
posed a fine of RM30,000.

“If the court is inclined to im-
pose a fine, the prosecution rec-
ommends RM30,000 as agreed
through representation,” said
Hanif.

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‘Perang harga’ syarikat
telco manfaat pengguna

Pengguna telefon bimbit di Ma-
laysia dijangka meraih manfaat
daripada persaingan sengit dalam
kalangan syarikat telekomunikasi
(telco) dilihat mula memberi teka-
nan kepada harga, yang berpoten-
si membawa kepada tawaran pelan
lebih murah.

Satu laporan terkini menunju-
kkan bahawa purata perbelanjaan
pengguna untuk perkhidmatan
mudah alih menurun, satu petan-
da jelas wujudnya ‘perang harga’
untuk memenangi hati pelanggan.

Menurut laporan analisis sek-
tor telekomunikasi oleh RHB
bertarikh 24 September 2025, Pu-
rata Hasil Per Pengguna (ARPU)
gabungan untuk dua pengendali
rangkaian mudah alih (MNO) ter-
besar negara susut sebanyak 1.5
peratus.

Penurunan ini didorong dua
faktor utama iaitu, pengguna kini
lebih bijak dengan memansuhkan
pelan SIM tambahan yang tidak
perlu dan wujudnya ‘persaingan

harga’ yang hebat antara penyedia
perkhidmatan.

Akibat daripada tekanan ini,
hasil perkhidmatan mudah alih
industri secara keseluruhan jatuh
sebanyak 1.2 peratus dari tahun ke
tahun pada suku kedua 2025.

Walaupun penurunan ini dili-
hat sebagai satu cabaran kepada
keuntungan syarikat telekomu-
nikasi, ia secara tidak langsung
memberi isyarat positif kepada
pengguna bahawa mereka Kini
mempunyai kuasa tawar-menawar
lebih besar dan boleh menjangka-
kan pelan lebih kompetitif.

Ini disebabkan persaingan
dan tawaran promosi yang he-
bat daripada pencabar lain.

Pesaing seperti Time dot-

han hasil fiber di rumah lebih
kukuh, antara 3 hingga 9 pe-
ratus pada suku sama.
