Probe into alleged
RM2.3b bid rigging

KUALA LUMPUR: The Malaysia
Competition Commission (My-
CC) is investigating 13 alleged
bid-rigging cartels involving 561
companies and tenders worth
RM2.3 billion.

Domestic Trade and Cost of
Living Minister Datuk Armizan
Mohd Ali said since last year, My-
CC had been implementing a tar-
geted strategy to enhance en-
forcement against bid rigging.

“Efforts to curb bid rigging are
important to ensure that it does
not undermine the government’s
efforts in prioritising the tender
method in governance.

“This is in line with efforts to
strengthen the governance of
the public service delivery sys-
tem.

“The government’s actions
against companies that carry out
anti-competitive practices reflect
the government’s commitment

to create a healthy competitive
market. This, in turn, will con-
tribute to economic growth and
enhance the quality, affordabil-
ity, choice and competitiveness
of goods and services for the ben-
efit of consumers,” he said during
ministerial question time at the
Dewan Rakyat yesterday.

He was replying to William
Leong Jee Keen (PH-Selayang),
who asked about the effective-
ness of MyCC in enforcing the
Competition Act 2010.

Leong also wanted to know how
many investigations had led to
prosecutions and convictions be-
tween 2014 and 2024.

Armizan said MyCC had inves-
tigated 339 enterprises in various
sectors, including transporta-
tion, manufacturing, food man-
ufacturing, services, education,
insurance, agriculture and public
procurement.

“As a result of these investi-
gations, MyCC has issued 14 find-
ings of violations under Section
40 of the Competition Act, in-
volving 259 enterprises.

“Of these, 257 enterprises were
found to be involved in cartel ac-
tivities, and two had abused their
monopolistic positions.”

All these actions had resulted
in financial penalties totalling
RMS571.5 million, said Armizan.

He said the largest case han-
dled by MyCC involved a cartel of
five chicken feed producers,
which led to financial penalties
amounting to RM415.5 million.

Armizan also said the ministry,
through MyCC, was in the pro-
cess of amending the Competi-
tion Act 2010 to strengthen en-

forcement procedures.

He said the Attorney-General’s
Chambers had approved the draft
amendments, which are now be-
ing circulated among ministries
for feedback.

“For example, if a case is
brought before the Competition
Appeal Tribunal and MyCC loses
at that stage, it currently has no
right to appeal, whereas the op-
posing party can seek judicial re-
view in court.

“This is one of the areas we are
working to improve, in addition
to introducing a merger acqui-
sition regime.”

Armizan said he hoped the bill
could be tabled for its first read-
ing by the end of this parliamen-
tary session.

Contracts valued at more than RM2.3bil under investigation

THE issue of bhid-rigging for ten-
ders of contracts worth more
than RM2.3bil is being probed by
the Malaysia Competition
Commission’s (MyCC), says Datuk
Armizan Mohd Ali.

The Domestic Trade and Cost of
Living Minister said MyCC is
actively investigating 13 cases in
total involving 561 businesses.

“Steps taken by the government
on companies that employs
anti-competitive practices is part
of the government’s commitment
to create a healthy and competi-
tive system,” he said during
Question Time.

Bid-rigging is an illegal practice
in which competing parties col-
lude to determine the winner of a
bidding process of a contract.

Armizan said MyCC also imple-
mented specific strategies to
enhance its enforcement against
bid-rigging.

He also said 257 businesses
were found to have been part of
cartels and two of them had alleg-
edly misused their monopoly sta-
tus between 2012 and 2024.

“A collective financial penalty
of RM571.5mil was issued.

financial penalty of RM415.5mil,”
he added.

In December 2023, five players
in the chicken feed industry were
hit with the fine for what MyCC
deemed price-fixing.

On another matter, Armizan
said the authorities are mulling
amendments to the Competition
Act 2010, which will include

allowing MyCC to appeal deci-
sions against them at the
Competition Appeals Tribunal.

“Currently, the commission
cannot appeal the decision but
the other party can appeal for a
judicial review.

“These are among the compo-
nents we are looking to improve
the process,” he said.

Legislation on merger controls
is also being considered.

He said the draft Bill has been
approved by the Attorney
General’s Chambers.

The Bill has been sent to the
ministries for their feedback.

“We hope to table it for the first
reading in this meeting,” he
added.

He was responding to William
Leong (PH-Selayang) who asked
about the effectiveness of enforce-
ment measures under the
Competition Act.

THE Malaysian Competition Commission
(MyCC) is actively investigating 13 cases of
alleged bid rigging cartels involving 561
enterprises with a value of up to RM=2.3 bil-
lion, the Dewan Rakyat was told Thursday.

Domestic Trade and Cost of Living Min-
ister Datuk Armizan Mohd Ali disclosed
that, beginning in zoz4, MyCC has been
implementing a specific strategy to
enhance enforcement against bid rigging
cartels, a long-standing form of cartel
activity.

He said efforts to curb the activity were
important to ensure that it did not thwart
the government’s efforts in prioritising
tender methods in transparent procure-
ment governance in line with the Madani
Government’s efforts to strengthen the
governance of the public service delivery
system.

“The actions taken against companies
that implement anti-competitive practices
reflect the government’s commitment to
creating a healthy competitive ecosystem
in the market.

“This will contribute to the country’s
economic growth and improve quality,
create a choice and reasonable prices of
goods and competitive services for the
benefit of consumers,” he said during a
question-and-answer session at the Dewan
Rakyat, Thursday.

He was replying to a question from
William Leong Jee Keen (PH-Selayang)
regarding the effectiveness of MyCC in
enforcing the Competition Act 2010 (Act
712) and the number of investigations that
have led to successful prosecutions and
convictions for the period 2014 to zo24.

Among the sectors involved in bid rig-
ging are services, utilities, construction,
food and beverage and information tech-
nology.

Elaborating further, Armizan said that
since Act 712 came into effect, MyCC as an
independent and quasi-judicial body in
Malaysia, has conducted investigations
into 339 enterprises across various indus-
tries including transportation, manufac-
turing, food, services, education, insurance,
agriculture and public procurement.

He said that as a result of the investiga-
tion, MyCC has issued findings of viola-
tions under Section g40 of the Act 71z
involving 14 cases covering 259 enterprises.

For Op Taring Alpha in Bau
at around 530pm, a police
intelligence team raided a

“Authorities arrested three
local men aged 21 to 28 and
confiscated 10,500 cartons of
cigarettes and 3,060 cartons of
kretek cigarettes, along with two
lorries.

“The estimated value of the
seizure amounted to RM5.73
million. The case is being
investigated under Section
135(1)(D) of the Customs Act 1967,
GOF said in a statement.

Op Taring Alpha took place
in Bintulu at 130pm and led
to the arrest of a 40-year-old
man who was storing duty
unpaid cigarettes and alcoholic
beverages.

Seized during the operation
were 1198 cartons of white
cigarettes, 2,348 cartons of kretelk
cigarettes, and 540.86 litres of
liquor valued at RMz2.92 million
in total.

"The suspect and seized goods
were handed over to the Bintulu
District Police Headquarters
for further action,” said the
statement.

In Op Taring Brava 1, a team
from Battalion 10 GOF raided a
premises in Sibu suspected of
misappropriating  subsidised
diesel at around 1pm leading to
the arrests of three local men
and one Indonesian national,
aged between 20 and 58.

The authorities discovered
