“Pihak KPDN tidak meneri-
ma aduan daripada mangsa, te-
tapi saya dimaklumkan bahawa
mereka ada membuat laporan
polis.

“Sebenarnya, kita ada TTPM
dan mereka boleh membuat adu-

an. TTPM akan mendengar kes
dan membenarkan tuntutan
sehingga RM50,000. Mungkin
pengguna tidak tahu hak mere-
ka. Kita sarankan buat laporan
kepada TTPM.” katanya.

Beliau berkata demikian
pada sidang media selepas me-
rasmikan Program Kepenguat-
kuasaan dan Advokasi Penggu-
na, di sini semalm.

Fuziah berkata, TTPM akan
menilai setiap kes yang dilapor-
kan berdasarkan butiran yang
dikemukakan, termasuk baya-
ran dibuat, janji ditawarkan ser-
ta perkhidmatan sebenar diteri-
ma pengguna.

“Sebelum ini, terdapat satu

Jemaah terbabit mendakwa
terpedaya dengan janji manis
suspek, sebelum berdepan realiti
kejam apabila dipaksa meredah
laluan berbahaya dengan berja-

lan kaki tanpa dokumen sah un-
tuk ke Makkah selepas tiba di
Jeddah, susulan kawalan ketat
pihak berkuasa Arab Saudi ter-
hadap jemaah tanpa visa haji.

Sementara itu, semua 47 je-
maah warga emas yang ditipu
pakej haji secara ‘DIY’ sudah di-
beri amaran oleh kerajaan Arab
Saudi.

Menteri di Jabatan Perdana
Menteri (Hal Ehwal Agama), Da-
tuk Mohd Na'im Mokhtar, berka-
ta semua jemaah terbabit tidak
dikenakan sebarang denda ber-

ikutan rekod baik yang ditun-
jukkan jemaah haji Malaysia
ketika di Tanah Suci.

Beliau berkata, jumlah je-
maah yang kecil berbanding
negara lain juga menjadi antara
faktor semua warga emas itu di-
beri peluang kedua.

JOHOR BARU: No enforcement
action will be taken under Ops
Gasak against micro businesses
such as self-service laundromats
and small eateries until the end of
the operation, says the Domestic
Trade and Cost of Living Ministry.
This follows confusion and con-
cern among traders who rely on
subsidised liquefied petroleum
gas (LPG) in their operations.
Deputy Minister Fuziah Salleh
(pic) said the presence of enforce-
ment officers at premises was

solely to collect data and
feedback, which will
later be presented to the
Cabinet as part of a
review of the Supply
Control  Regulations
(Amendment) 2021. 7
“l want to stress that *4
no action will be taken
against small food stalls,
roadside traders or
self-service laundromats until
Ops Gasak concludes on Oct 31.
“When our enforcement team
is on the ground, they are mainly
there to gather data. Even stake-
holder engagement sessions are
part of our process to understand

LPG usage and its impli-
cations for end users.

“The engagement ses-
sion is valuable because
it gives traders a chance
to ask questions and
raise concerns about
licensing,” Fuziah said at
a press conference after
attending a meeting with
Johor LPG industry stake-
holders held at a hotel here yes-
terday.

She said the reason Ops Gasak
was enforced since May 1 was
because subsidised LPG was
being misused by some ineligi-
ble commercial sectors, particu-

larly hotels.

“I personally visited hotel laun-
dry areas where subsidised gas
was used to wash towels and bed-
sheets. This is an example of leak-
age.

F:'r“We guarantee that enforce-
ment will not be taken if subsi-
dised LPG is used by micro trad-
ers until Oct 31. Once we com-
plete the data collection, it will be
tabled as recommendations for
policy consideration,” Fuziah
said.

She added that the Cabinet
had agreed to revisit the amend-
ments to the Supply Control
Regulations, but no final deci-

sion has been made.

“So again, I want to emphasise
- no action will be taken against
stalls, roadside traders or laun-
dromats until Ops Gasak ends,
and a clearer direction is deter-
mined,” she said.

However, Fuziah reminded
business owners that those stor-
ing more than three cylinders of
subsidised LPG must still apply
for a permit for safety reasons.

Ops Gasak was launched on
May 1 to tackle the misuse and
diversion of subsidised LPG cylin-
ders, especially involving medi-
um- and large-scale industry play-
ers.

KUALA LUMPUR: A total of 11
premises frequented by foreigners in
Jalan Silang were fined RM6,000 for
various offences during a raid carried
out by the Domestic Trade and Cost of
Living Ministry on Wednesday night.

Sabri Seman said the offences
included failure to display price tags,
use of unverified weighing equipment
and trademark violations.

During the 9pm operation, officers
also seized 125 counterfeit watches
worth RM6,500 from a premises
selling telecommunications
equipment operated by foreigners.

“This operation focused on
business, retail and restaurant
premises, as well as illegal dumping
activities  involving  foreigners,
following complaints and intelligence
reports indicating that several
businesses were operating without
displaying price tags,” he said after
the raid.

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MSM flags cost pressures from 5% SST on raw sugar

KUALA LUMPUR (June 19): MSM
Malaysia Holdings Bhd (KL:MSM) ex-
pects the 5% sales and service tax (SST)
on raw sugar to pressure input costs,
which could in turn push up prices of
refined sugar for industrial buyers.

MSM group chief executive officer
Syed Feizal Syed Mohammad said al-
though the tax only applies to raw sugar
and not refined sugar, it would still in-
directly push up the cost of production
for local refiners.

“We believe that even if it is still im-
posed, we can pass it on, of course, to
industries which are not under the con-
trolled ceiling price,” Syed Feizal said.

“But what we will not be able to pass
on is to the consumer products which are
on the retail shelf [refined sugar],” he said
at a press conference after the group’s an-
nual general meeting (AGM) onThursday.

MSM, one of only two sugar refiners

in the country, is currently seeking clarifi-
cation from the government regarding the
tax imposed on raw sugar effective July 1.

“Clarity is required and we are engag-
ing the government accordingly,” he said.

Retail sugar prices in Malaysia have
been capped at RM2.85 per kilogramme
since 2011, despite rising global raw sug-
ar prices in recent years.

About 75% to 80% of MSM’s pro-
duction cost comes from raw sugar,
which is benchmarked to the number
11 sugar futures in New York, according
to Syed Feizal.

The price of sugar remains relatively
elevated at around 15-17 US cents per
pound, compared with 12—13 cents per
pound in 2021, he noted.

Besides the added cost impact of

the SST, MSM, the sugar arm of FGV
Holdings Bhd (KL:FGV), said it is also
in continued talks with the government
on the national sugar price mechanism.

“The new price mechanism that may
supersede the current incentive is still be-
ing discussed. We can’t disclose anything
further just yet,” Syed Feizal said, add-
ing that the industry hopes an agreeable
solution can be finalised within this year.

MSM and another local sugar refiner,
Central Sugars Refinery Sdn Bhd, have
long tried to get Putrajaya to increase
sugar prices, but this has yet to mate-
rialise. Instead, the sugar industry has
been receiving an incentive of RM1 per
kilogramme for coarse grains and fine
sugar since November 2023.

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Student reports economy rice stall for steep prices

A REPORT by a university student
in Perak, who was charged RM18
for a plate of economy rice, led to
authorities taking action against
the stall, Sin Chew Daily reported.

The student lodged a report
with the Domestic Trade and Cost
of Living Ministry on May 31 and
an investigation was launched on
June 3.

The student told the daily that
he received a letter from the min-

istry on June 17, concluding that
the stall had violated provisions
in the Price Control and Anti-
Profiteering Act 2011 and was
told that action had since been
taken against the stall.
