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KPDN jawab isu pembekalan minyak masak

KUALA LUMPUR - Kementerian
Perdagangan Dalam Negeri dan Kos Sara
Hidup (KPDN) menegaskan sehingga kini
tiada dasar yang menetapkan pembekal-
an minyak masak daripada kilang pe-
napisan hendaklah daripada kilang pe-
napisan milikan tempatan saja.

Penegasan kementerian itu disuarakan
susulan pendedahan laporan Ketua Audit
Negara (LKAN) 2/2025 mendapati anak
syarikat kepada syarikat asing yang ber-
daftar di Singapura dan Jepun menerima
kuota kilang penapisan minyak masak
bersubsidi tertinggi berbanding yang
diperoleh syarikat tempatan.

Jelas KDPN, berdasarkan prosedur
operasi standard (SOP) Program Skim
Penstabilan Harga Minyak Masak (COSS)

sedia ada, syarikat pembungkus diberi pilih-
an bagi memilih terhad kepada dua kilang
penapis untuk bekalan minyak masak.

“Berdasarkan permohonan pertukaran
kilang penapisan dikemukakan syarikat pem-
bungkus, terdapat beberapa faktor ditumpu-
kan syarikat pembungkusan bagi memilih
kilang penapisan untuk perbekalan.

“Ini termasuk lokasi kilang penapis ada-
lah berdekatan syarikat pembungkus untuk
penjimatan kos pengangkutan, kualiti per-
khidmatan dan bekalan minyak masak di-
tawarkan syarikat kilang penapis dan ke-
mampuan kilang penapis membekalkan
minyak masak mengikut tempahan secara
konsisten," kata kementerian itu dalam satu
jawapan balas terhadap LKAN yang dikeluar-
kan pada Isnin.

KPDN turut memaklumkan pihaknya
sedang melaksanakan agenda pe-
nambahbaikan pengurusan program
COSS termasuk meneliti atau mengkaji
keutamaan syarikat kilang penapis
tempatan dalam membekalkan minyak
masak bersubsidi.

Terdahulu, LKAN menjelaskan antara
syarikat yang memiliki lapan kilang pe-
napis di seluruh Malaysia ialah syarikat
milikan penuh sebuah syarikat yang sudah
ditubuhkan dan berpangkalan di
Singapura.

“Syarikat ini sudah menerima kuota
bekalan tertinggi berjumlah 29,231 tan
sebulan dan menguasai sejumlah 50.2
peratus bekalan minyak masak bersubsidi
tempatan,” kata laporan itu.

Kuala Lumpur: Laporan Ketua
Audit Negara (LKAN) 2/2025 se-
malam mendedahkan penjualan
minyak masak bersubsidi ke-
pada golongan tidak layak oleh
syarikat pembungkus, pembo-
rong dan peruncit dikesan men-
jejaskan bekalan minyak masak
bersubsidi untuk keperluan isi
rumah di negara ini.

Penemuan itu dikesan hasil la-
watan fizikal audit terhadap be-
berapa syarikat peruncit yang
mendapati berlaku lebihan jua-
lan kepada pelanggan tertentu.

“Peruncit 1022272-X sudah men-
jual sebanyak 170 peket minyak
masak bersubsidi berjumlah
RM425 kepada satu syarikat pe-
nyedia makanan dengan menge-
luarkan 60 resit pembelian.

“Dua transaksi jualan minyak
masak bersubsidi melebihi had
di Kedai Runcit TR0005815-V
yang berlokasi di Kuala Tereng-

ganu sebanyak 23 kilogram (kg)
berjumlah RM57.50,” menurut la-
poran itu.

Sementara itu, LKAN turut
mendedahkan purata pengelua-
ranminyak masak bersubsidi ba-
gi tempoh 2019 hingga 2024 hanya
mencapai 82.6 peratus daripada
kuota siling bekalan ditetapkan.

“Subsidi minyak masak dika-
tegorikan sebagai subsidi pukal
yang diberikan kepada golongan
sasar, namun golongan tidak layak
termasuk bukan warganegara tu-
rut menikmati subsidi ini apabila
mereka membeli barangan itu.

“Semakan audit mendapati da-
sar sedia ada tidak menetapkan
syarat kelayakan terhadap pem-
belian minyak masak bersubsi-
di,” katanya.

Laporan itu menyebut prose-
dur operasi standard (SOP) Prog-
ram Skim Penstabilan Harga Mi-
nyak Masak (COSS) yang berkuat
kuasa pada 1 Oktober 2023 men-
jelaskan anggaran keperluan ter-
kini penggunaan minyak masak
rakyat Malaysia adalah 1.5Kg se-
bulan bagi seorang penduduk.

“Semakan audit mendapati
tiada justifikasi jelas berhubung
asas penetapan 60,000 tan minyak
masak sebulan bagi penduduk di
Malaysia. Keperluan pengguna-
an minyak masak sebanyak 1.5kg
sebulan bagi setiap penduduk ju-
ga tidak disokong dengan kajian
keperluan sebenar,” katanya.
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LEAN berpendapat, penetapan
kuota 60,000 tan sebulan bagi pe-
ngeluaran minyak masak bersub-
sidi tidak disokong oleh kajian
komprehensif mengenai keper-
luan sebenar penggunaan minyak
masak berdasarkan corak peng-
gunaan domestik yang terkini.

“Selain itu, kKetiadaan peratu-
ran yang jelas berhubung Kri-
teria golongan yang layak mem-
beli minyak masak bersubsidi su-
dah menyebabkan warga asing
turut menikmati subsidi itu me-
mandangkan tiada tindakan pe-
nguatkuasaan yang boleh diam-
bil akibat ketiadaan peraturan
yang khusus,” katanya.

Justeru, LKAN berpendapat

Kementerian itu menjelaskan,
akaun syarikat yang dikesan au-
dit turut sudah dinyahaktif dan
kini, mereka tidak lagi membe-
kalkan minyak masak peket ber-
subsidi.

Bagi dua syarikat yang dike-
san, katanya, mereka juga dida-
pati mempunyai tiga transaksi
belian sebanyak 561 kilogram
berjumlah RM1,386 tetapi tidak
direkodkan dalam buku stok.

“Bahagian Subsidi dan Beka-
lan (BSB) akan merujuk kes ini
kepada Bahagian Penguatkuasa
untuk siasatan lanjut. Semakan
dibuat ke atas transaksi syarikat
pembungkus itu dalam sistem
eCOSS kepada satu lagi syarikat,
mendapati bahawa transaksi di
antara kedua syarikat wujud.”
menurut laporan LKAN itu.

Katanya, KPDN sudah me-
nguatkuasakan Peraturan 18 (Pe-
raturan-peraturan Kawalan Be-
kalan (Pindaan) 2021, iaitu ma-
na-mana pihak yang didapati me-
nyimpan dan menggunakan ba-
rang kawalan berjadual dalam
kuantiti melebihi yang dibenar-
kan seperti minyak masak, tidak
boleh dalam milikan melebihi
12kg kecuali mendapat kebena-
ran Pengawal Bekalan (Permit
Barang Kawalan Berjadual).

Kuala Lumpur: Rang Un-
dang-Undang (RUU) Kredit Peng-
guna 2025 yang bertujuan me-
lindungi kepentingan pengguna
kredit di negara ini mendapat
kelulusan Dewan Rakyat sema-
lam.

RUU berkenaan dibentangkan
bagi bacaan kali kedua dan ke-
tiga oleh Timbalan Menteri Ke-
wangan, Lim Hui Ying semalam
dan dibahaskan 23 Ahli Parli-
men.

Hui Ying berkata, sebaik sa-
haja diwartakan, RUU itu akan
memperkenalkan pengawalselia-
an bersepadu secara berpering-
kat, mengambil kira tahap Ke-
siapsiagaan industri serta keupa-
yaan Suruhanjaya Kredit Peng-
guna yang akan ditambah baik
secara berfasa.

Katanya, suruhanjaya itu akan
melaksanakan tugas pengawalse-
liaan secara berperingkat ber-
mula dengan penyedia Kkredit
yang kini tidak berada di bawah
seliaan mana-mana pihak ber-
kuasa, sebelum pemusatan sepe-
nuhnya dijangka berlaku men-
jelang 2031.

“Fasa pertama akan menyak-
sikan suruhanjaya mengawal se-
lia semua perniagaan Kredit dan
penyedia perkhidmatan Kkredit
vang tidak dikawal selia ketika
ini.

“Bagi pembiayaan patuh sya-
riah dan aktiviti pajak gadai pa-
tuh syariah, pengawasan akan te-
rus dilakukan oleh Kementerian
Perumahan Kerajaan Tempatan
(KPKT),” katanya.

Fasa kedua, Kkata-
nya, membabitkan pe-
mindahan tang-

annya bagi melaksanakan tang-
gungjawab lebih besar secara
berkesan,” katanya.

“Lawatan audit ke sebuah
premis peruncit di Kelantan yang
dimiliki oleh sebuah syarikat
pada 23 Julai 2024 mendapati
syarikat tersebut telah ber-
operasi sebagai kedai makan
dan menyimpan sebanyak 204

Warga asing boleh membeli

kilogram (kg) atau 12 kotak mi-
nyak masak bersubsidi di premis
terbabit.

“Bagi tahun 2024, syarikat
itu didapati membeli sebanyak
11,390kg minyak masak ber-
subsidi daripada lima syarikat
pembungkus,” kata laporan au-
dit itu pada Isnin.

Menurut laporan itu lagi,
semakan silang terhadap buku
stok syarikat peruncit dengan
salah sebuah syarikat pem-
bungkus juga mendapati baha-
wa tiga transaksi belian se-
banyak 561kg berjumlah
RM1,386 pada bulan Januari
dan Februari 2024 tidak direkod-
kan dalam buku stok peruncit.

Selain itu, laporan itu turut
mendedahkan buku stok pem-
borong yang berlokasi di Kuala
Terengganu bagi Januari 2023
hingga Jun 2024 menunjukkan
berlaku penjualan minyak masak

minyak masak bersubsidi namun tertakluk
kepada had pembelian seperti rakyat Malaysia.

Bagaimanapun katanya, res-
toran terbabit menafikan premis
itu pernah membeli minyak ma-
sak bersubsidi daripada pem-
borong tersebut.

“Semakan lanjut terhadap
buku stok pemborong itu bagi
tempoh tahun 2023 dan 2024
mendapati 189 transaksi jualan
minyak masak bersubsidi se-
banyak 31,059kg berjumiah
RM77,647.50 tidak mempunyai
perincian nama pembeli tetapi
butiran jualan dicatatkan se-
bagai ‘cash sale’,” ujarnya lagi.

LKAN memaklumkan,
semakan audit pada 18 Julai
2024 terhadap rekod jualan sya-
rikat pemborong di Miri, Sarawak
pula mendapati 2,280kg minyak
masak yang bernilai RM5,700
telah diedarkan secara percuma

bagi tempoh April hingga Julai
2024 kepada individu yang tidak
memiliki lesen yang sah.

“Berdasarkan temu bual,
syarikat pemborong memaklum-
kan pengedaran secara percu-
ma dibuat disebabkan individu
tersebut mewakili persatuan
penduduk atau pertubuhan bu-
kan kerajaan (NGO) di sekitar
Sarawak,” tambahnya.

Dalam pada itu, LKAN turut
mendedahkan purata pengeluar-
an minyak masak bersubsidi di
pasaran bagi tempoh 2019
hingga 2024 hanya mencapai

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Auditor-General report flags major lapses across key agencies

KUALA LUMPUR: Serious governance lapses and
procedural irregularities were highlighted in the
2025 Auditor-General's Report Series 2, tabled in the
Dewan Rakyat yesterday.

Auditor-General Datuk Seri Wan Suraya Wan
Mohd Radzi revealed governance weaknesses in the
lease procurement process for four oil palm
plantations by Felcra Berhad, with acquisitions
totaling RM241.76 million between 2022 and 2024.

She also flagged significant irregularities in
Universiti ~ Kebangsaan ~ Malaysia’s ~ (UKM)
procurement activities, citing flaws in tendering
procedures and procurement governance involving

three tenders worth RM58.45 million.

“There were notable weaknesses in contract
administration and procurement management for
the army’s armoured vehicles between 2020 and
2023;" she said in a statement. Among the issues
were RM162.75 miillion in uncollected penalties and
RM1.42 million in penalties that were not imposed
on the contractor for delayed maintenance services.

In addition, procurement of maintenance
services and spare parts for the vehicles —
amounting to RM107.54 million — was found to
have been carried out through contract splitting,
which violates best practices.

The report also identified shortcomings in the
Domestic Trade and Cost of Living Ministry’s
management of the subsidised cooking oil
programme.

Wan Suraya said the absence of a targeted
allocation system hindered effective distribution to
eligible communities. She urged the continuation of
efforts to gradually reduce the supply quota, as
recommended since 2016, to help limit leakage and
improve distribution accuracy.

Further concerns were raised over the Finance
Ministry's use of the selective Pre-Q procurement
method, which the report said allowed room for

manipulation and lacked transparency.

Some companies that failed to meet initial
evaluation criteria were nonetheless selected for
subsequent evaluation and award.

“The audit recommends discontinuing the Pre-Q
method in favour of open tendering, which would
enhance accountability and transparency; she said.

A total of five audits involving seven ministries
were conducted, covering programmes and
projects valued at RM48.873 billion.

The National Audit Department issued 22
recommendations to various ministries, agencies
and government-linked companies. - Bernama

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Rampant abuse of
subsidised cooking oll

PETALING JAYA: Subsidised
cooking oil meant for household
usage has been sold in bulk to
restaurants and caterers, with
over 50 tonnes of the product
diverted.

The Auditor-General’s report
series 2/2025 revealed that as
much as 55,167kg of subsidised
cooking oil was sold to these quar-
ters, in breach of official guide-
lines.

In the report published yester-
day; it said this did not align with
the standard operating proce-
dures of the Cooking Oil Price
Stabilisation Scheme (COSS)
guidelines issued by the Domestic
Trade and Cost of Living Ministry.

An audit at a Kelantan-based
retailer last July found a business,
which operated as a restaurant,
had stored up to 204kg of subsi-
dised cooking oil.

In 2024, the company had pur-
chased 11,390kg of subsidised oil
from five manufacturers.

An unrecorded sale of 561kg
between the retailer and a manu-
facturer was also flagged.

In Terengganu, a wholesaler
was found to have sold cooking
oil to multiple caterers between
January 2023 and June 2024.

Audit checks revealed 189 cash
transactions worth RM77,657.50
involving subsidised oil.

A separate case in Miri,
Sarawak, found that a supplier
had distributed RM5,700 worth of
subsidised cooking oil to unli-
censed individuals for free
between April and July last year.

The supplier claimed to repre-
sent an NGO.

Following these findings, the
ministry confirmed that the
Kelantan company’s controlled

goods licence had been revoked
and its eCOSS account deactivated
to prevent further supply.

The unrecorded transaction
will meanwhile be referred to the
ministry’s enforcement division.

The wholesaler’s account in
Terengganu has also been deacti-
vated pending investigations.

The report also revealed cases
of retailers selling more than
three packets of subsidised oil per
customer.

This includes a case in Selangor
where a retailer sold 170 packets
worth RM425 to a catering com-
pany, and a separate case in
Terengganu where a trader made
two transactions of subsidised
cooking oil totalling RM57.50.

The report also revealed dis-
crepancies in how subsidised
cooking oil stocks were recorded
and kept in the inventory.

“Lack of effective enforcement
will open opportunities for com-
panies to manipulate sales in
their stock books,” the Auditor-
General’s report said.

It also said there were no clear
guidelines for managing spoiled
cooking oil nor its sale, resulting
in two companies storing 942kg of
the product for sale to used cook-
ing oil collectors.

The report said a total of 16
companies were involved in this.

To this, the Domestic Trade and
Cost of Living Ministry said its
COSS guidelines would be
reviewed to include a procedure
for this.

To plug leakages, the Auditor-
General recommended that the
COSS scheme be overhauled.

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‘Cooking oil
subsidy policy not
comprehensive’

KUALA LUMPUR (July 21): The cur-
rent policy on subsidised cooking oil is not
comprehensive and has allowed non-tar-
geted groups, including non-citizens, to
benefit from the government’s subsidy
programme, according to the National
Audit Department (NAD).

In its second Auditor General’s Report
for 2025, the department said the existing
framework under the Cooking Oil Price
Stabilisation Scheme (COSS) lacked clear
eligibility requirements for the purchase
of subsidised cooking oil, which is meant
for Malaysian houscholds.

“Cooking oil subsidy is categorised as a
bulk subsidy given to targeted groups, but
ineligible groups including non-citizens
also benefit from the subsidy when they
purchase these goods. Audit review found
that the existing policy does not specify
eligibility conditions for the purchase of
subsidised cooking oil,” the report stated.

The audit also flagged unauthorised
sales of subsidised oil by refiners, whole-
salers and retailers to ineligible buyers,
which further diminished supplies for
household use.

Beyond non-citizens, these ineligible
buyers also include commercial entities
such as restaurants, food manufacturers,
and retailers who are not supposed to ben-
efit from houschold-targeted subsidies.

The NAD said that the absence of clear
enforcement provisions and eligibility cri-
teria has enabled these parties to purchase
subsidised oil in bulk, undermining the
programme’s original intent of easing the

cost of living for low- and middle-income
Malaysian households.

The department also flagged the Minis-
try of Domestic Trade and Cost of Living
(KPDN) for continuing to rely on a fixed
monthly quota of 60,000 metric tonnes
(mt), as determined by a 2016 Cabinet
decision, without conducting any updat-
ed study to justify the volume based on
current consumption patterns.

While the ministry’s standard operating

procedure (SOP) estimates that the aver-
age Malaysian consumes 1.5kg of cooking
oil per month, the audit found no empir-
ical research to support this figure. Fur-
thermore, the monthly quota of 60,000mt
was found to be inconsistent with both ac-
tual demand and the government’s broad-
er efforts to improve subsidy targeting.

KUCHING: A total of 2280kg
of subsidised cooking oil worth
RMs,700 was distributed without
valid licences by a wholesaler
in Miri between April and July
last year, according to the
Auditor-General's Report 2/2025.

The report revealed that the
oil was given away for free to
individuals not authorised under
the government's subsidised
cooking oil programme.

During  interviews,  the
wholesaler claimed the
distribution was carried out
on behalf of local residents’
associations and non-
governmental organisations
(NGOs).

“The wholesaler account
has been deactivated until
the investigation into the
company is completed,” said the
report.

The report also found that
some retailers were selling more
than the allowed three packets

of subsidised oil per customer.

The Auditor-General
remarked: “Such violations not
only breach licensing laws, but
risk undermining the integrity
of the subsidised cooking oil
programme intended to benefit
targeted groups.”

The audit report called for
stricter enforcement, better
monitoring of  wholesaler
transactions, and immediate
action against errant companies
to prevent further abuse of
subsidised cooking oil supplies.

On a related matter, the report
said a subsidised cooking oil
brand produced in Bintulu was
among nine brands nationwide
without the required halal
certification from Department of
Islamic Development Malaysia
(Jakim).

According to the report, this
finding was made following
physical inspection and checks
on Jakim's halal portal.

The other subsidised cooking
oil brands without halal
certification were in Johor
Bahru, with one case, Pasir Puteh,
Kelantan (three), Kota Bharuy,
Kelantan (three) and Balakong,
Selangor (one).

“Halal certification gives
consumers confidence that the
cooking oil has gone through a
rigorous inspection process to
ensure it is safe and free from
ingredients not permitted by
Jakim," the report stated.

The AG report, in its

‘Subsidy cuts
paused for tweaks'

Fahmi: Refining needed to prevent public burden

KUALA LUMPUR: The plan to
implement targeted subsidies for
RON95 petrol has been delayed
due to the need for a more
detailed review of the mecha-
nism, says Communications
Minister Datuk Fahmi Fadzil.

He said the government is cur-
rently fine-tuning every aspect of
the policy to ensure that its imple-
mentation will not have an
adverse impact on the public.

Fahmi said Datuk Seri Anwar
Ibrahim had also addressed the

matter during the recent govern-
ment retreat involving MPs.

“The Prime Minister expressed
his view that he does not want the
implementation of any policy to
negatively affect the majority of
the rakyat.

“It is this fine-tuning process
that has resulted in a slight shift
in the timeline,” he told a weekly
press conference at Parliament
House yesterday.

Fahmi, who is also the govern-
ment spokesman, said several
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adjustments had already been
made to earlier policies to avoid
burdening the people.

“That is one of the reasons why,
following the implementation of
measures such as the diesel subsi-
dy rationalisation and other
efforts, we found it necessary to
re-examine the subsidy delivery
mechanism.

“In the same spirit of minimis-
ing impact, even the expansion of
the Sales and Service Tax under-
went further refinements after it

4

was announced.

“The same approach applies to
policies that have yet to be imple-
mented but were previously indi-
cated including the targeted sub-
sidy for RON95,” he added.

The rationalisation of the
RON95 subsidy was initially
expected to be introduced by the
middle of this year.

Earlier this month, Finance
Minister II Datuk Seri Amir
Hamzah Azizan said the govern-
ment was in the final stages of
preparing for its implementation.

The move is part of broader
fiscal reforms aimed at curbing
leakages and ensuring high-
income groups contribute more
fairly to national revenue.

Dalam pada itu, RHB Inves-
tment Bank berkata syarikat jua-
lan runcit bersedia untuk mengha-
dapi lebih banyak cabaran tatkala
persekitaran kos operasi sedang
meningkat susulan peluasan skop
Cukai Jualan dan Perkhidmatan
(SST), semakan tarif elektrik dan
sumbangan Kumpulan Wang Sim-
panan Pekerja (KWSP) untuk pe-
kerja asing.

“Kami tidak yakin syarikat
mampu untuk memindahkan be-
banan kos tambahan sepenuhnya
kepada pelanggan atas faktor kean-
jalan permintaan dan dasar anti-
pencatutan yang berkuat kuasa.

“Oleh itu, trend margin mung-
kin menjadi lemah, khususnya un-
tuk syarikat jualan runcit seperti
AEON, Padini, MyNews dan Focus

Point, melainkan kecekapan me-
ningkat dengan ketara bagi meng-
imbangi impak yang berlaku,” ka-
tanya.

Dalam hal sebaliknya, bank
pelaburan itu berkata keadaan me-
njadi lebih menguntungkan untuk
syarikat pengeluaran makanan
seperti Nestle, Farm Fresh dan Po-
wer Root) kerana harga komoditi
yang mereda dan nilai ringgit yang
mengukuh sewajarnya membawa
kepada prospek margin yang lebih
menggalakkan pada masa depan.

Ia memilih saham berdaya ta-
han dan bermodal besar yang cair
iaitu MR DIY dan 99 Speed Mart
disebabkan oleh kedudukan mere-
ka yang sudah kukuh untuk meng-
garap perbelanjaan pengguna
serta penilaian yang munasabah
berbanding syarikat pesaing ba-
rangan asas pengguna.

“Pada pendapat kami, mereka

lebih berupaya mengurangkan ke-
naikan perbelanjaan operasi dise-
babkan oleh penguasaan bahagian
pasaran yang besar, skala operasi
yang luas dan nilai jenama yang
sudah lama terbina.

“Kami menyukai Farm Fresh
oleh sebab dorongan kuatnya un-
tuk menembusi lebih banyak seg-
men dalam industri tenusu. Se-
mentara itu, kami memilih Guan
Chong atas faktor prospek perole-
hannya yang cemerlang, disokong
oleh jualan hadapan pada nisbah
gabungan yang tinggi dan jumlah
pengeluaran yang sudah kembali
ke paras normal.

“Kami turut menekankan peni-
laian murah Focus Point walaupun
ketika momentum jualan optikal
yang teguh ekoran populasi rabun
Jjauh yang semakin meningkat dan
usaha pemasaran yang proaktif,”
katanya.
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Consumer Credit Bill 2025 passed

KUALALUMPUR: The Consumer
Credit Bill 2025 was passed in
the Dewan Rakyat on Monday
to protect the interests of credit
consumers in the country.

Deputy Finance Minister
Lim Hui Ying said the bill was
enacted to address significant
gaps in the unregulated
industry, particularly businesses
that target vulnerable credit
consumers who are susceptible
to exploitation.

Thebill alsoaims tostandardise
the regulatory framework in
the currently diverse consumer
credit landscape in Malaysia.

The bill was unanimously
approved after debate by 24
members of parliament.

Under the Consumer Credit
Act 2025, the Consumer Credit
Commission (CCC) will be
established to regulate credit
businesses that currently operate
without a licence or specific
monitoring.

“The Consumer Credit Act
2025 will be framed as a master
act that is complementary
to existing acts under the
administration of authorities,
regulators and supervisors, and

does not duplicate the functions
or roles of existing ministries
and agencies.

“This includes the Ministry of
Housing and Local Government
(KPKT), the  Ministry of
Domestic Trade and Cost of
Living (KPDN), the Malaysia
Cooperatives Commission, Bank
Negara Malaysia (BNM) and the
Securities Commission Malaysia
(SC),"” she said when winding up
the debate.

She explained that the
integrated regulatory approach
will be implemented in phases
by taking into account the
readiness of the industry and
the capabilities of the CCC which
will be enhanced from phase to
phase.

For Phase 1 preparations, she
said, KPKT as the regulatory and
supervisory authority will ensure
that licensed money lenders
comply with the aspects of credit
consumer protection introduced
through the act.

With the enactment of the act,
KPKT will receive an additional

legal mandate to regulate
syariah-compliant  businesses
for both sectors, namely

the regulation of loans withk
pawnshops.

KPDN will also amend several
provisions in the Hire Purchase
Act 1967 to strengthen consumer
protection and  modernise
existing provisions.

Commenting on the maximum
interest rate charged by credit
businesses, Lim explained that
the government will not set any
interest rate cap in phase 1.

“We will not set (interest rates
in phase 1.. however, we musi
collect data in phase 1 and 2," she
said.

In phase 2, which is expectec
to start in 2028, the regulatory
functions currently held by
the KPKT and KPDN will be

transferred to the CCC.

This includes money lending
pawnshop business, hire
purchase and credit sales
activities.

Meanwhile, phase 3, targetec
to begin in 2031, will focus on
the regulatory consolidatior
of all consumer financia
activities under one centralisec
entity after a comprehensive
review by the government. —
Bernama
