PUTRAJAYA: The government
has agreed to provide additional
Budi Madani RON95 (Budi95)
quota to full-time e-hailing drivers
based on their actual fuel usage,
said Finance Minister I Datuk Seri
Amir Hamzah Azizan.

This will be specifically set for
drivers who use their own vehi-
cles to provide the service.

He said the revised quota el-
igibility was expected to be fi-
nalised by Oct 15, with allocations
determined using data from the
Land Public Transport Agency
(Apad).

“We have received data from
Apad and are analysing them to
ensure the additional quota is
provided fairly based on actual
usage,” said Amir Hamzah.

“By mid-October, subsidies will
be issued to eligible drivers in the
e-hailing and p-hailing sectors,”
he said.

In Kuala Lumpur, government
spokesman Datuk Fahmi Fadzil
earlier said the government might
increase the Budi95 quota for
courier gig workers.

The communications minister
said this in reaction to a viral
video in which a courier rider
claimed he had to use his per-
sonal Budi95 quota to refuel a
company vehicle.

He said the Malaysian Commu-
nications and Multimedia Com-
mission (MCMC) had contacted
the chief executive officer (CEO)

of the courier company, as these
firms operated under MCMC li-
cences.

“The CEO said the company
had fleet cards and the employee
had taken down the video.

“Following this, I contacted the
Finance Ministry to discuss the
matter further with delivery and
courier associations to look into
issues affecting workers.”

Fahmi said there were two
types of delivery personnel —
permanent employees who were
given fleet cards by their com-
panies and gig workers.

He said the Finance Ministry
was reviewing the Budi95 quota
for courier gig workers.

He said companies were not al-
lowed to ask employees to refuel
company vehicles using their
personal allocation.

“If any employee is told oth-
erwise, they may lodge a report
with the Domestic Trade and
Cost of Living Ministry or notify
the authorities.”

In the Dewan Rakyat, Deputy
Domestic Trade and Cost of Liv-
ing Minister Datuk Dr Fuziah
Salleh said Budi95’s rollout was
smooth, adding that the ministry
received 34 complaints, all of
which had been resolved.

She said most reports were
related to system downtime at
petrol station pumps, where
card readers failed to detect the
MyKad.

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Employers barred from making

Following the issue, Fahmi announced
that he has been in contact with the Ministry
of Finance and the Association of Malaysian
Express Carriers (AMEC) to review a suitable
aid mechanism for express delivery company
workers, particularly those in the gig econ-
omy sector.

“Because we know there are two cate-
gories (of delivery workers): those who work
permanently with the company, for whom
the delivery company will provide a fleet
card, but if they are gig workers, in that
aspect the Ministry of Finance is currently
reviewing the possibility of them being
included as part of the gig workers who
receive the Budigs quota,” he said.

Through the Budigs targeted subsidy,
over 16 million people enjoy the subsidised
price of RONgs at a rate of RM1.99 per litre,
compared to RM2.60 per litre without the
subsidy.

Difahamkan, terdapat 272
stesen minyak beroperasi di Johor
Bahru yang merupakan daerah pa-
ling hampir dengan Singapura.

Isu penjualan petrol bersubsidi

Besar Johor, Datuk Onn Hafiz yang
menegaskan, penguatkuasaan dan
pemantauan perlu dipertingkatkan
kerana subsidi tersebut hanya
untuk rakyat negara ini.

"The cooking oil from the 1kg
polybags was being transferred
into 17kg industrial containers
using specialised equipment
found at the location,” he said in
a statement yesterday.

Also found were 4,760kg of 1kg

packaged cooking oil, 510 empty
17kg containers, five empty
200-litre drums, and various
equipment used in the illegal
operation.

A lorry believed to be used
for transporting the controlled
goods was seized as well,
bringing the estimated value
of all confiscated items to

RM37450.

"Initial investigations found
that the storage facility owner
had been operating for three
menths without a valid licence
or permit to store and manage
controlled goods,"” Jegan said.

He added that two men
believed to be workers were
detained, with authorities now

actively tracing the syndicate's
network including its sellers and

buyers.
The case is being
investigated under Section

21 of the Control of Supplies
Act 1961 for possession of
controlled goods with the
intention of committing an
offence.

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More subsidies, aid
expected in budget

Tackling the living cost a priority, say experts

ECONOMY

KUALA LUMPUR: Malaysia will probably
spend more on public subsidies and social
assistance as part of its budget for next
year amid rising living costs, economists
say, even as the government seeks to boost
its revenue and strengthen its fiscal posi-
tion.

Prime Minister Datuk Seri Anwar
Ibrahim, who is also Finance Minister, is set
to announce the government’s spending
plan for 2026 in Parliament tomorrow, aim-
ing to fine-tune the policies of his last three
budgets and align economic goals with a
five-year plan announced in July.

While Anwar is unlikely to introduce
new broad-based taxes, he could raise
excise duties on alcohol and tobacco, as
well as provide details on implementing a
proposed carbon tax, analysts and econo-
mists said.

“Much of the heavy lifting has been done
over the past several years, and the govern-
ment is likely to ride on these reforms for its
fiscal consolidation efforts. As such, we
expect no major tax surprises,” CGS
International economists said in a research
note last month.

Malaysia has been implementing fiscal
reforms to boost revenue this year, includ-
ing an expanded sales and service tax and a

long-awaited adjustment to fuel subsidies

The 2026 budget will focus on strengthen-
ing social protections and investments in
key sectors such as semiconductors and
energy transition, the government has said.

Government revenue growth, however,
may slow in 2026, CGS International econo-
mists said, with state energy firm Petroliam
Nasional Bhd (PETRONAS) expected to con-
tribute between RM20bil and RM25bil in
dividends, down from RM32bil this year,
amid weaker oil prices.

PETRONAS is a significant source of reve-

nue for the federal government, but its
profits have fallen this year.

The government could further increase
spending in 2026 - to RM430bil from a
record RM421bil this year - prioritising
higher outlays for targeted subsidies, social
assistance and public services, UOB econo-
mists said.

UOB expects the economy to grow 4%
this year, at the lower end of the central
bank’s forecast of between 4% and 4.8%,
and down from 5.1% in 2024. UOB esti-
mates a 4.5% expansion in 2026.

The central bank lowered its 2025 growth
forecast from an initial estimate of 4.5% to
5.5% due to trade and tariff uncertainties.
The United States has imposed a 19% tariff
on most of Malaysia’s exports to the coun-
try.

Malaysia’s economy grew 4.4% in the
first half of the year. The fiscal deficit in
2026 is likely to narrow to 3.4% to 3.6% of
gross domestic product from an estimated
3.8% this year, analysts said. — Reuters
